Vehicle Specifications – Construction of vehicles must include materials 
used in home repairs... such as but not limited to, bathtubs, commodes, 
doors, grab bars, handrails, hand-held showers, shingles, & door knobs.  The 
vehicles cannot have motorized, mechanical, or fluid power of any kind.
■ Vehicle must be capable of being steered by the driver
■ Tow hook on front and back of vehicle for towing 
 back to the starting line
■ Reliable braking system
■ Length – Minimum 5 ft - maximum 8 ft
■ Width – Minimum 3 ft
■ Weight – Maximum 500 lbs. – (car, driver, and gear)
■ Wheels – 4 - Must be in contact with ground at all times 
CLASSES:  PROFESSIONAL OR AMATEUR – The two main criteria for the Pro-
fessional Class are aerodynamics and high speed wheels and tires.   If a vehicle 
is built with materials that are less sophisticated, or has items that create more 
drag, then it is more likely to belong in the Amateur Class.  Ultimately, if there 
is a question as to the class, the Race Directors will have the final vote.
Maximum team members: Six (1 driver and 5 pit crew.)
